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PENN STATE ABINGTON TO HOST PANEL ON RACIAL PROFILING

ABINGTON, PA.  Penn State Abington announced today that it will host a panel discussion on “Racial Profiling in the 21st Century” on Wednesday, May 2 at 12 noon on the campus of Penn State Abington, Lares 108-109.

The discussion is part of Penn State Abington’s annual accreditation as a “No Place for Hate” Campus. In 2006, Penn State Abington became the first college campus in the nation to be named a “No Place for Hate” Campus by the Anti-Defamation League.

“In today’s climate, and in light of the recent national debates regarding issues of race and violence in this country, this discussion should provide our students and campus community with a forum to exchange ideas that address the assumptions we have about race, ethnicity, and religious freedoms in our society,” said Jose Rodriguez, Coordinator of Intercultural Affairs.
Panelists include the Honorable Seth Williams, Inspector General for the City of Philadelphia; Joanne Weaver-Stroh, Abington Township’s Coordinator for Community Relations, a representative from the Anti-Defamation League, and students at Penn State Abington.
Penn State Abington is located in suburban Philadelphia.  The campus of 3200 students is one of most ethnically and racially diverse campuses within the University system.  Students may begin the first two years of their education in more than 160 Penn State degree programs or, if they choose, stay all four years to complete one of Abington’s fifteen baccalaureate degrees.
